TEACHING A WORKSHOP ABOUT THE BASICS OF COMPOSITION
(IN KOREA)) ..What Did | Learn?

The semesters end was approaching and that
means break time. All of the Korean teach-

ers were heading out across,China, Mongolia,
Russia, etc., and a few back to Korea for their
holiday. Nearly all of them had families and an
adventurous spirit to some degree. After all they
decided to come to China, where just about ev-
erything is different, even from Korea and Japan.
